For those who present their research at the 5th Symposium of Asian University Forest Consortium held in September 2012, Japan, we would like you to submit your extended abstract for proceeding publication of the symposium. For your preparation, please follow this guideline. 
Begin the introduction of your extended abstract [11pt Times New Roman, justified, single line spacing]. The length of the abstract is limited to two A4 size pages (21cm x 29.7cm) in a single column format. Please fit your abstract into two pages. This includes figures and tables if any. For each page, the left, right, top and bottom margins should be 3 cm. The text must be typed in single spacing. Units must be those of the International System of Units (SI). The same currency (preferably US dollar) should be used throughout.

Material and Methods [Heading Level 1]
    The extended abstract preferably includes three headings: Introduction, Material and Methods, and Results and Discussion. However, especially for review papers, authors may use any title of the level-1 headings except “Introduction”. In headings, use sections if necessary.
1. Section [Heading Level 2: 11pt Times New Roman, bold, left justified]
    In sections, no line spacing is used among paragraphs.
2. Figures and tables [Heading Level 2]
Figures, diagrams, tables and photographs should be inserted as appropriate throughout the abstract. The title of each table must be shown at the top of the table, and the titles of figures should appear below them. They are to be referred to in the text before they appear (see Table 1 and Figure 1). Only graysclae figures are acceptable. Note that colour images and illustrations will automatically be transformed into grayscale.
